Course Description:  
This course focuses on studio activities in the Visual Arts aimed towards making a portfolio. Students will create art works that explore a wide range of subject 
matter, and will evaluate art works, providing grounds for their aesthetic judgements. They  will  also examine historical and cultural contexts of Western art
 (including Canadian art) and art from various world cultures to support their creation of a portfolio. Students will be expected to build on past experiences and 
skills, and to incorporate new ideas and techniques into their work. This course will prepare students to create quality work to fulfill Portfolio requirements for
 post- secondary schools.
